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Why is First Aid, CPR and AED Training Important? 
About 25% of emergency room visits could be avoided if people had basic first aid, CPR and AED skills.  In the 
workplace, over 1,800 workers are injured daily, and while off the job, a worker is injured every 3 seconds.  This can 
become very expensive for any organization.  Becoming certified in first aid, 
CPR and AED will give employees the confidence they need to respond to 
life-threatening situations wherever they may take place.

The National Safety Council introduced their first aid programs 25 years ago 
by focusing on injuries in the workplace.  Since then, workers who have suc-
cessfully completed a first aid, CPR and AED course have 
saved more than 30,000 lives.

Consider the advantages of being able to certify your own 
employees in first aid, CPR and AED. Having your own in-
house instructor isn’t only cost-effective for your organiza-
tion, it could also save the life an employee, customer, or 
colleague.
